The study covers color and its significance in
the poetry of Ibn Al-Haddad, focusing on the nature of color in traditional poetic themes
like love, elegy, description, and pride. The research includes an introduction about the
biography of Ibn Al-Haddad Al-Andalusi, the first chapter on the significance of color
in his poetry, and the third chapter on the artistic study of his work. The conclusion of
the research discusses the main findings of the study.
